DUBAI, July 1: Iran is assessing the

damage and lashing out over the Ameri-

can and Israeli airstrikes on its nuclear

sites, though Tehran kept open the pos-

sibility on Tuesday of resuming talks with

the Washington over its atomic pro-

gramme.

The comments by government

spokesperson Fatemeh Mohajerani also

included another acknowledgment that

the American strikes at Fordo, Isfahan

and Natanz — key sites within Iran’s pro-

gramme — had been “seriously dam-

aged” by the bombing.

Iran’s state-run IRNA news agency

quoted Mohajerani as making the re-

marks at a briefing for journalists.

That acknowledgment comes as Iran’s

theocracy has slowly begun to admit the

scale of the damage wrought by the 12-

day war with Israel, which saw Israeli

fighter jets decimate the country’s air

defences and conduct strikes at will over

the Islamic Republic.

And keeping the door open to talks

with the United States likely shows Te-

hran wants to avoid further economic

pain as another deadline over UN sanc-

tions loom.

“No date (for US talks) is announced,

and it’s not probably very soon, but a

decision hasn’t been made in this field,”

Mohajerani said.

Israeli airstrikes, which began June 13,

decimated the upper ranks of Iran’s pow-

erful Revolutionary Guard and targeted

its arsenal of ballistic missiles. The strikes

also hit Iran’s nuclear sites, which Israel

MEXICO CITY, July 1: Hurricane
Flossie has continued to strengthen off
Mexico’s southwestern Pacific coast with
maximum sustained winds of 140 kph,
according to the US National Hurricane

Hurricane Flossie strengthens further

The hurricane centre said Flossie be-
came a Category 1 hurricane on Monday
night.

The centre said Flossie was about 260

kilometres south of Manzanillo and was
moving west-northwest off the Mexican
coast at 17 kph. It was expected to skirt
the coast for a few days while dropping
rain on several Mexican states. – AP

Iran assesses damage, lashes
out after Israeli-US strikes

claimed put Tehran within reach of a nu-

clear weapon.

US intelligence agencies and the In-

ternational Atomic Energy Agency had

assessed Iran last had an organised nu-

clear weapons programme in 2003,

though Tehran had been enriching urani-

um up to 60% — a short, technical step

away from weapons-grade levels of 90%.

On Monday, Iranian judiciary spokes-

man Asghar Jahangir offered a sharply

increased, government-issued death toll

from the war. He said that the Israeli

attacks killed 935 Iranian citizens, includ-

ing 38 children and 102 women, IRNA

reported.

“The enemy aimed to change the coun-

try’s circumstances by assassinating mil-

itary commanders and scientists, intend-

ing to spread fear and exert pressure,”

Jahangir added. However, he asserted —

like others up to 86-year-old Supreme

Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei — that

Iran had “won” the war.

Iran has a long history of offering lower

death counts around unrest over political

considerations. The Washington-based

Human Rights Activists group, which has

provided detailed casualty figures from

multiple rounds of unrest in Iran, has put

the death toll at 1,190 people killed, in-

cluding 436 civilians and 435 security force

members. The attacks wounded another

4,475 people, the group said.

Meanwhile, it appears that Iranian offi-

cials now are assessing the damage done

by the American strikes conducted on

the three nuclear sites on June 22, name-

ly those at Fordo, a site built under a

mountain about 100 kilometres south-

west of Tehran.

Satellite images from Planet Labs PBC

analyzed by The Associated Press show

Iranian officials at Fordo on Monday like-

ly examining the damage caused by

American bunker busters. Trucks could

be seen in the images, as well as at least

one crane and an excavator at tunnels on

the site. That corresponded to images

shot on Sunday by Maxar Technologies

similarly showing the ongoing work.

Iran hasn’t said what work is ongoing

at the sites, though it has said that the

Atomic Energy Organisation of Iran

planned to issue a report about the dam-

age done by the strikes.

Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Aragh-

chi, whose profile sharply rose during

the war, also has kept open the possibili-

ty of talks with the US.

However, hard-liners within Iran

are increasingly criticising any effort

at negotiations or cooperation with the

West. – AP

LONDON, July 1: The British govern-

ment on Tuesday tabled the first set of tough-

er visa norms in the House of Commons to

curb the recruitment of foreign skilled work-

ers across different sectors, including the

care industry, dubbing it a “complete reset”

of the country’s immigration system.

The new rules, proposed as part of an

‘Immigration White Paper’ back in May, will

involve the skills and salary thresholds for

foreign workers – including Indians – rise,

overseas recruitment for care workers end,

and more than 100 occupations including

chefs and plasterers being taken off the

shortage list, which allowed certain visa

exemptions.

These changes, once approved by Parlia-

ment and effective from July 22, are de-

signed to attract graduate level or above

workers by making several low-paid jobs

ineligible for visas.

“We are delivering a complete reset of

our immigration system to restore proper

control and order, after the previous gov-

ernment allowed net migration to quadru-

ple in four years,” said UK Home Secre-

tary Yvette Cooper.

“These new rules mean stronger con-

trols to bring migration down, to restore

order to the immigration system and to

ensure we focus on investing in skills and

training here in the UK,” she said.

The minister said her department’s

tougher approach “values skills, tackles ex-

ploitation and ensures those who come to

the UK make a genuine contribution”.

According to a Commons statement tabled

by Home Office Minister Seema Malhotra,

skilled workers already in the UK will be

exempt from the increased skill level require-

ment, which stipulate a Bachelor’s degree or

equivalent for applications from July 22 on-

wards when these changes come into force.

Bridge reaches
60 per cent

MALE, July 1: Work for

the Thilamale Bridge, fi-

nanced by India, is 60 per

cent complete with the con-

clusion of piling works un-

der the project, Maldives’

Infrastructure Minister Ab-

dulla Muthalib revealed on

Tuesday.

The 6.7 km Thilamale

Bridge – that links capital

Male with Vilimale, Thi-

lafushi and Gulhifalhu on its

west – is financed under an

Indian grant of USD 100

million and a USD 400 con-

cessional credit line from

India’s Exim Bank.

“The piling work for the

Thilamale Bridge has been

successfully completed,

marking the most challeng-

ing phase of the project. A

total of 263 piles were in-

stalled across 68 onshore

and offshore locations,”

Muthalib said in a post

on X.

“With this milestone

achieved, the project has

now reached 60.84 per cent

completion,” he added.

The Thilamale Bridge

project is one of the biggest

projects initiated by the

former President Ibrahim

Mohamed Solih’s adminis-

tration.

The bridge will feature

the tallest precast seg-

ments to be produced in the

world at 8.2 meters, it add-

ed. – PTI

Tougher UK visa measures
for foreign workers tabled

being raised in line with the latest Office

for National Statistics data, ahead of an up-

coming thorough review of salary require-

ments (including discounts) by the inde-

pendent Migration Advisory Committee

(MAC),” reads Malhotra’s parliamentary

statement.

Overseas recruitment for social care

worker roles will close on July 22 and while

new overseas applications will no longer

be accepted, transitional provisions will al-

low “in-country switching” for care work-

ers already in the UK for another three

years until July 2028.

These changes restore order to the points-

based system, focusing on higher skills, low-

er numbers and tighter controls, the UK

Home Office said. They are an important

step in ending the UK’s reliance on over-

seas, lower skilled recruitment, it added.

Only time-limited access below degree

level will be allowed for certain professions

on a “temporary” shortage list of so-called

“critical roles”, with the independent Mi-

gration Advisory Committee (MAC) com-

missioned to conduct a review of this time-

limited list – including occupations, salaries

and benefits.

“Workers in occupations on the tempo-

rary shortage list will no longer be able to

bring dependants and will not be permitted

salary and visa fee discounts. The occupa-

tions included on the List are time-limited

until the end of 2026 and will only remain

beyond that date if the independent Migra-

tion Advisory Committee recommend it,”

the Home Office said.

The next set of changes recommended

in the White Paper are also in line to be

implemented by the end of this year, in-

cluding raising the immigration skills charge

on companies employing overseas work-

ers and toughening English language re-

quirements on visa applicants. – PTI
